Director of Training & Camps 

 
Cliff Green, a 14-year veteran of teaching, training & coaching and a former player of Cy Alexander at South 

Carolina State University 1992-97, joined the North College Hill coaching staff as an assistant coach in 

September 2003. 

 

 After 2 successful seasons as a key player for the bulldogs, in his junior season, Green was red-shirted due to 

back injuries. Green still was part of the 1996 Bulldogs who posted a 22-8 (14-2) record and helped the team 

earn a berth to the NCAA Tournament where they faced the University of Kansas. During Green’s senior year, 

1997, he was selected team captain and they went on to finish second in the conference, Green graduated with a 

degree in Early Childhood in 1997. 

 

During his ground breaking tenure at Shroder Paideia Academy (2000-2003), the Jaguar’s posted a combined 

record of 21-19, a QCC record of 16-0, won two back-to- back QCC regular season championships, Coach of 

the Year 2002-03, had the Player of the Year on his team and started the entire Athletic Department from the 

ground up with little resources around him. Green even coached Boys’& Girls’ Track & Field, and Varsity 

Baseball winning their first tournament game in school’s history. 

 

In the summer of 2002, Jamie Mahaffey was named head men's basketball coach at North College Hill H.S. In 

2003, Jamie was to rebuild a tradition-rich Trojan program. NCH had just completed a 2-19, 1-9 MVC record. 

 

Upon Green’s immediate arrival, Mahaffey and Green had the tools to succeed and indeed they did, with a 

bunch of talented student athletes.  This group was lead by two super freshmen (O.J Mayo & Bill Walker) and 

some talented role players such as (Damon Butler, Andre Evans, Keenan Ellis, Nathaniel Glover and Paul 

Leary.)   

 

The 2003-2004 season at North College Hill was a complete turn around from a [2-19] season prior. The Men’s 

Basketball Team posted a [21-1 (10-0 MVC) and were ranked #17 nationally. 

The 2004-2005 season brought with it great anticipation and excitement.  The Trojans finished 27-1, #6 

National Ranked Team in America (10-0 MVC) and finished in 1
st
 place.  The team posted the most wins (27) 

since the 1989-1990 and won the schools first State Championship.
